YOU GOTTA KNOW the Amendments

1. Freedom of speech, press, religion

2. Right to bear arms

3. Freedom against quartering of troops

4. Freedom against unreasonable seizure and searches

5. Forbids trial for a major crime except after indictment by a grand jury; prohibits repeated trials for the same offense after an acquittal (except in certain very limited circumstances); forbids punishment without due process of law; and provides that an accused person may not be compelled to testify against himself.
6. Requires trial by a jury (of peers), guarantees the right to legal counsel for the accused, and guarantees that the accused may require witnesses to attend the trial and testify in the presence of the accused.
7. Assures trial by jury in civil cases
8. Forbids excessive bail or fines, and cruel or unusual punishment.
9. Declares that the listing of individual rights is not meant to be comprehensive; that the people have other rights not specifically mentioned in the Constitution

11.  Clarifies judicial power over foreign nationals, and limits ability of citizens to sue states in federal courts and under federal law
12.  Changes the method of presidential elections so that members of the electoral college cast separate ballots for president and vice-president
13.   Abolishes slavery
14.   Defines United States citizenship; prohibits states from abridging citizens' privileges and immunities and right to due process and the equal protection under the law
15.   Prohibits the federal government and the states from using a citizen's race, color, or previous status as a slave as a qualification for voting
16.   Federal income tax
17.   Establishes direct election of senators
18.   Prohibition
19.   Women’s sufferage
20.   Moves Presidential inauguration to January 20
21.   Repeals prohibition
22.   Limits presidents to two terms
23.   Gives Washington, D.C. three electoral votes
24.   Prohibits poll tax
25.   Changes details of presidential succession, provides for temporary removal of president, and provides for replacement of the vice-president
26.   Gives 18-year olds the right to vote
27.   Limits congressional pay raises
